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%Ej : Madison police officer Eric Parker today turned himself in to face assault charges, following the
severe injuries to an Indian citizen who was walking down the street outside his son's new home. The
Madison police chief said that he also recommended that Parker be fired for his use of force against a
man who committed no crime, did not speak English and could not understand the commands. The
elderly victim had only arrived in the United States about a week earlier to help care for his grandson.
The dashboard camera shows two officers, field trainer Parker and his trainee, approach the victim just
after 8 a.m. on Friday. The victim stops and turns and steps toward them. Eventually, the two officers
turn the victim around and have his hands behind his back. At one point, as another patrol car pulls up,
Parker yanks his arm and slams him into the ground. The victim cannot put out his hands to break his fall.
He would require cervical fusion and remains in Huntsville Hospital with limited mobility in his limbs. His
son as of Tuesday said his father could not move one leg at all.

A woman who
called 911 described hearing gunshots as she walked through the complex of apartments and
condominiums adjacent to the William and Ida Friday Center. “I heard about eight shots go off in an
apartment — | don’t know the number — about three girls, more than one girl, screaming, and then there
was nothing,” the unidentified caller said. “And then | heard about three more shots go off.”
