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%Eié : A U.S. Magistrate determined there was probable cause showing a 64-year-old Auburn University
chemical lab technician sold a form of the date rape drug GHB to undercover police officers and
brandished a handgun in the commission of the alleged drug transactions. An Assistant U.S. Attorney
presented photographic and video evidence showing the suspect sell 1,4-butanediol, an analogue of the
date rape GHB, to an undercover agent from the Auburn Police Division on two separate occasions.
There were also photographs and video of Howard's pistol that he allegedly showed the undercover
agent. On the video, Howard can be heard explaining how the drug works and its dosage. He also speaks
of using it on three-four girls who passed out on him. Evidence showed the suspect sold an undercover
agent 20 ounces of a liquid substance for $200 on May 7, and on May 14 sold the same agent 3-liters of
the same substance for $1,000. A Drug Enforcement Administration lab determined both substances to
be 1,4-butanediol. The suspect is charged with treatment of controlled substance analogues; possession
with intent to distribute controlled substances; and possession of a firearm during and in relation to a
drug-trafficking crime, according to the criminal complaint.
