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%jﬁb’ : Police were contacted by Regions Bank corporate security investigations about several men
making multiple fraudulent purchases at the Patton Creek shopping center. Officers, who had
received descriptions of the suspects, stopped their vehicle as it was leaving the area on Galleria
Boulevard. All three men were identified as the same people trying to use the stolen credit cards,
police said. Investigators found 32 stolen or cloned credit cards on the suspects. The cloned cards
contained the identities of multiple victims and, of those victims, 15 of the 32 have been located. The
credit card numbers were stolen through the use of gas pump skimming devices. Criminals, police
said, routinely place skimming devices on ATM machines and are frequently hiding them on gas
pumps. Keys used to gain access to gas pumps were also found inside the suspects' vehicle, along
with a significant amount of stolen merchandise. It appears that all of the stolen card numbers were
obtained or skimmed at the Kangaroo Station on Cahaba Valley Road in Pelham.

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B 5 : East Carolina University officials on Thursday condemned a “brutal group beating,” in which an

African American man was seriously injured by a group of white suspects and then handcuffed by a
white ECU police officer. The officer is now on leave pending an investigation into his response to the
incident. Three suspects were arrested Thursday by Greenville police and charged with two counts of
assault inflicting serious bodily injury. The victim was treated for serious but non-life threatening injuries
at Vidant Medical Center. The March 17 incident began, Greenville police said, around 2 a.m. outside a
downtown nightclub called Club 519, where a verbal altercation escalated into a physical confrontation.
Police said the victim struck a female in the face, knocking her to the ground. Several of the woman’s
friends then assaulted him outside a sandwich shop. They then chased him onto ECU’s campus near a
dining hall, assaulting him a second time, police said. The department’s Office of Professional Standards
is now reviewing a video of the incident and looking into the response by campus police.
